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The Rodman Scholars proudly announce a competitive grant program open to 1st year Rodman Scholars to support high-value research and design projects from across the disciplines. The application is open to 1st year Rodman Scholars (teams or individuals). Although the team may include members from outside of the Rodman Program, the primary applicant must be a 1st year Rodman Scholar. Up to $2500 will be awarded by a selection committee composed of members of the Rodman Student Council and overseen by Program Director Dana Elzey. Students may pursue projects independently or collaboratively (team-based) at UVA or abroad. This initiative aims to support underclassmen in developing new research projects in the hope that this will encourage involvement in research and design early in their undergraduate careers. This grant is designed to serve as a stepping stone to enable initiation of a project, and upon completion of the research grant period students should intend to continue to pursue their project. Students are strongly encouraged to circulate their research among the greater academic community through presentation at poster sessions, colloquia, and research fairs.

Criteria

· Primary applicant must be a first year Rodman Scholar.

· The project funding must be used within the time frame of May 2011 to May 2012.
· You must state if you are applying for other sources of funding.

· Teams must specify the role of each member on the team.

· Interviews may be granted after the submission deadline.

· I will review the student’s final project and submit a one-page final evaluation to the Rodman Grant Council. (This evaluation will be due in May 2012; you will be informed by e-mail of this and any other deadlines.)
